MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT


The Congress of Connecticut Community Colleges (hereinafter “the Congress”) and the Board of Trustees of Community-Technical Colleges (hereinafter “the Board”) hereby agree as follows:

WHEREAS, the State’s fiscal crisis, college budget reductions and student enrollments have strained the teaching resources of some of the Community Colleges; and

WHEREAS, the collective bargaining agreement between the parties limits the amount of additional teaching in which a full-time professional staff member may engage to “the estimated equivalent of teaching an additional class or one-fifth of a total load;” and

WHEREAS, colleges may wish to assign a full-time professional staff member to teach more than one overload course in a given semester in order to meet the above described need;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Congress and the Board agree as follows:

1. Notwithstanding the limitations on additional employment set forth in Article X, Section 6C as described above, the Board may assign more than one overload course to a full-time professional staff member who volunteers for such additional teaching load, should the Board choose to do so;

2. The sole intent of this agreement is to provide flexibility to colleges in staffing course sections by extending additional teaching offers to members of the full-time bargaining unit.  The agreement does not create an entitlement to additional employment in any amount, nor is it intended to encourage colleges to assign additional overloads;

3. The parties recognize that attention must be paid to a full-time professional staff member’s total workload to ensure that overload assignments do not negatively impact the quality of instruction or compromise the ability to perform the full range of the professional staff member’s duties;

4. This Agreement shall sunset with the expiration of the parties’ existing collective bargaining agreement on June 30, 2012, at which point the parties may choose to negotiate its extension or not.

5. This Agreement shall not be construed as an admission of liability nor shall it be cited as precedent in any other forum.
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
